	Greenwood Primary School Garden

	Classroom Management
	Whole class in the garden at one time with designated area for small group work.
Class teacher, classroom assistant and one 1:1 assistant

	Connected Learning/Prior Knowledge
	e.g. prior knowledge about camouflage needed
The children have started their new topic ‘up in the air’ and have considered things in nature that have wings, fictional creatures and manmade flying objects. 

	Health and Safety
	saws, protective gloves, tent pegs, adults to support
ensure all children are dressed appropriately

	Learning Intention
	Children will be able to use tools safely and be aware of safety rules.
Children will create cloud pictures using cloud spotter and piccollage.

	Success Criteria
	Children will be able to safely saw a piece of elder and use a tent peg to create a hollow space. 

	Resources
	saws, protective gloves, tent pegs, elder, bubble mixture, first aid kit, boundary flags

	Differentiation/Target Groups
	Be aware of children who struggle with fine and gross motor skills and offer close support and guidance.

	Lesson Content

	On Arrival
	· Standing in a circle we will recap on the rules of Forest School (1 whistle freeze tree pose, 2 whistle return to leader, have fun)
· Short game using ‘things with wings’ boundary flags to set up garden limits- based natural and manmade things with wings.
· Everyone is it game.
· Whistle to return to leader- if ground is wet, chn can bring a crate to sit on and create circle, otherwise on floor.

	Activity explained
	· Discuss with children some things that go up in the air. Can they spot anything in the garden which goes up in the air? How do things go up? Do they need to be light? 
· Explain that we are going to make bubble wands- bubbles float in the air. 
· Go through safety rules in a children friendly manner where I will use a ‘friend’ helper. 
· Introduce the type of wood we are using- elder wood, it is very soft on the inside and easy to cut.  We are going to use a saw to cut the wood.  A saw is very useful and must be used correctly because they are very hungry! They have teeth. Using long back and forth movements we will saw through the elder. We want the wand to be about the length of your finger! Demonstrate process.  On both knees, why?  Demonstrate using tent peg to push out the centre of the wood. 
· Show other activities that children can do while small groups are working on their wands. 
1- cloud pictures- taking a photograph of clouds using the ipad, children will use the image to turn it into something else using piccollage.
2- trim trail movement area
3- digging for rocks for art
4- parachute
· Begin session allowing children to move between activities.

	Finishing
	· Bring children together in a circle to recap what was covered during the session, show the children a happy/sad face picture and take feedback of the activities.  What did they like? What could improve it? 
· Enjoy snack together on the grass before returning to the classroom. 
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	Evaluation/Review

	How did the group session go?
	The session was very enjoyable and relaxed.  The children loved the opportunity to use a new piece of equipment and had super success with creating bubbles.  The children remembered the rules and participated well with their partner when using the saw. It was interesting to hear some pupils voice ‘this is hard’, some children expected someone to step in and do it for them straight away, other children said it was tricky but kept trying.  The children all demonstrated great skills and loved playing with the bubble wands once made.  
It was lovely to eat snack together as a class at the end of the session. This was when I took feedback from the group, it was a resounding thumbs up!

	Focus on individual pupils
	e.g. Pupil A worked very well as part of a team

E and S were very good with the saw and had good grip/use of it. 
A and N were very keen to stay using their wands once made.
F couldn’t wait to show other children how to blow the bubbles and make multiple bubbles ‘I made a bubble snowman’

	What would you change for next time?
	It comes down to the amount of wood needed! I needed more and not as narrow branches which is good to know for next time. 
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
