	Lesson Number 4: Andy Goldsworthy, Life Cycle Of A Flower, Planting Sunflowers

	Learning Intentions
	Activity 1: Andy Goldsworthy Art
WALT:
· Develop our knowledge further about the artist Andy Goldsworthy.
· Recap on our previous knowledge of the artist and what we created during art week.
· Find natural resources to work collaboratively with our peers to create a large Andy Goldsworthy artistic piece.


	Activity 2: Make The Life Cycle Of A Flower
WALT:
· Explore the life cycle of the flower.
· Create the life cycle of the flower using small natural materials.
· Retell the life cycle of the flower using the terms, first, next, then and soon.
· Listen carefully to a story which outlines the life cycle of a flower.
	Activity 3: Planting Sunflower Seeds
WALT:
· Develop our knowledge of planting seeds and how we should look after our plants.
· Discuss the life cycle of the flower.
· Explore how tall our sunflowers might grow and collate ideas on different non-standard units of measure that we could use to measure the height of our sunflowers.
· Observe the changes of our plants over time.

	Introduction
	· Recently we have been exploring the topics of Life Cycles, Changes Over Time and the Artist Andy Goldsworthy.
· Recently we have been exploring these topics in the classroom, open area, during outdoor play and now we are going to introduce it into the forest school area, to bring our previous knowledge of this topic to the outdoors. We will explain to the children beforehand what our activities are and spilt the class into 3 groups with a designated adult to each group. We will explain the rules of forest school again to the children and set clear boundaries of where the activities are going to take place.



	Activity
	Activity 1: Andy Goldsworthy Art

· The children will begin by recapping our previous knowledge of the Artist Andy Goldsworthy.
· The children will discuss the piece of art that they created for Art Week.
· The adult will share images of the Artists work with the children and discuss the meaning behind the piece.
· The adult will suggest that we should try to create our very own Andy Goldsworthy piece of art by working altogether.
· The children will find natural resources to create a piece of art in a large tuff tray as a group.
· The children will use stones, pebbles, shells, corks etc to create their art piece.
· The children will work collaboratively with their peers and develop their team work skills.
	Activity 2: The Life Cycle Of A Flower

· The children will start by recapping on their previous knowledge of the lifecycle of a flower. The children will carefully listen to the adult who will demonstrate the life cycle using props and a storybook.
· The children will find small natural items to make the life cycle of a flower.
· The children will find an item to resemble the seed, then the seed with roots and a shoot, then the seed with roots, a shoot and a bud, Finally the children will create a beautiful flower using natural resources, such as pebbles, shells etc.
· The children will then retell the story of the lifecycle of a flower to their peers, using the words First, Next, Then and Soon
	Activity 3: Planting Sunflower Seeds

· First, we will discuss our previous knowledge of planting and the different pieces of equipment that we will need.
· We will develop our gross motor skills by scooping up soil and placing it in our plant pots until they are half full.
· We will carefully poke a small hole in the soil using our finger and pop the seed inside.
· We will carefully cover the seed with soil and find our name on a lolly pop stick and place it inside the pot.
· We will discuss the different way which we need to look after our plant and talk about the stages of the life cycle.
· Finally we will talk about the different ways in which we can measure the height of our plants when they begin to grow.


	Conclusion
	To conclude:
· We will ensure the Forest School Site is clean and tidy and bring all resources indoors.
· We will discuss with the children the different activities and provide them the opportunity to share what activities they enjoyed the best.
· Give the children the opportunity to discuss our next steps for learning and how we can develop our learning even further.


	Next Steps
	Next Steps:
· The children will be able to provide their views and opinions for next steps for learning.
· We will share the images of the forest school session on the big board and let the children share their experiences.
· We will continue to watch our sunflower pots in the classroom and water them when necessary. We will watch how they change and develop over time. Once they begin to grow, we will discuss how tall they are and find different ways of measuring them. The children will then be able to bring them home.
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
