	Forest School Area Around The Fire Pit.


	Learning Intentions
	Activity 1: Toasting Marshmallows
WALT:
1. Identify the materials needed to safely make a fire.
2. Demonstrate safe practices around fire.
3. Follow instructions to make s'mores over the fire.


	Resources
	Activity 1: Toasting Marshmallows
· Kindling, logs, matches/ Resources to make a fire.
· Marshmallows, biscuits, chocolate, long sticks.
· Fire pit or safe outdoor area for making a fire.


	Introduction
	Starter:
· Show a picture of a campfire and ask students what they notice about it.
· Discuss the importance of fire safety.
Input:
1. Introduce the materials needed to make a fire safely (kindling, logs, matches).
2. Demonstrate how to safely light a fire, ensuring students understand the process.
3. Discuss the safety rules when near a fire (e.g., never leave a fire unattended, stand at a safe distance).


	Activity
	Activity 1: Toasting Marshmallows
· All children will begin around the firepit and we will talk about how to safely light a fire and the important rules around a fire pit. 
· Once the fire is lit, the children will split into 3 groups safely. One group will remain around the firepit and the other 2 groups will be completing an activity with the other adults (making a natural picture, reading stories, drawing, making a pretend fire out of natural resources etc).
· The children who are at the firepit will be watched at all times and in a small group, toast their mallow and make their s’more with support.
· Then the children will safely rotate around the activities.
· To finish we will all gather around the firepit for a story.


	Conclusion
	To conclude:
· We will ensure the Forest School Site is clean and tidy and bring all resources indoors.
· We will discuss with the children the activity and talked about what they liked best.
· Give the children the opportunity to discuss our next steps for learning and how we can develop our learning even further.

	Next Steps:
· The children will be able to provide their views and opinions for next steps for learning.
· We will share the images of the forest school session on the big board and let the children share their experiences.
