	Introduction
	· Recently we have been exploring the topics of senses, the life cycle of a flower and pets.
· Recently we have been exploring these topics in the classroom, open area, during outdoor play and now we are going to introduce it into the forest school area, to bring our previous knowledge of this topic to the outdoors. We will explain to the children beforehand what our activities are and spilt the class into 3 groups with a designated adult to each group. We will explain the rules of forest school again to the children and set clear boundaries of where the activities are going to take place.


	Activity
	Activity 1: Senses Walk

· The children will begin by recapping our previous knowledge of our senses.
· The children will discuss the different body parts that we would use for each sense and match them to the visuals.
· The children will be aware of their boundaries around the forest school site.
· The children will stay close to their adult.
· The children will begin their senses walk, drawing what they can hear, see, smell and touch.
· To finish the children will share in their group the different things that they found on their senses walk.
	Activity 2: Floral & Leaf Printing

· The children will start by recapping on their previous knowledge of the lifecycle of a flower. 
· The children will watch the adult give a safety talk about using a mallet.
· The children will watch as the adult demonstrates how to use a mallet to make a flower and leaf pattern.
· The children will each get a mallet, they will pick flowers and leaves, have a piece of cotton material and some stones.
· The children will places their leaves and flowers on a hard surface, place the cotton material on top, secure the piece by placing stones on the corner so that the children’s hands won’t be in the way when holding down the material.
· The children will bang their mallet until their design is complete.
· The children will share their designs with the group.
	Activity 3: Bird Feeders

· First, we will discuss our previous knowledge of pets and how we should look after them in our environment.
· We will listen to the Merlin Bird App on a technology device that will record the different birds that we can hear around the school. 
· We will discuss what a bird might eat and the adult will demonstrate the different things we will need to make a bird feeder.
· The children will make a bird feeder and get support to place them around the school grounds.
· Over time we will be able to become bird watchers and see how much wildlife we can attract in our school grounds.


	Conclusion
	To conclude:
· We will ensure the Forest School Site is clean and tidy and bring all resources indoors.
· We will discuss with the children the different activities and provide them the opportunity to share what activities they enjoyed the best.
· Give the children the opportunity to discuss our next steps for learning and how we can develop our learning even further.
