Month: January
Session 1: Stick Man – Friday 16th 
Session 2: Stick Man– Friday 23rd   
Session 1: Making our own stick men
Story Link: Stick Man – Julia Donaldson
Duration: 30 – 45 minutes
Location: Forest school
Circle time outdoors – read Stick Man story – 10 – 15 minutes 
Encourage children to join in with repeated phrases “I’m Stick Man, I’m Stick Man, I’m Stick Man that’s me!”
Ask children questions e.g. how do you think Stick Man feels when he’s lost? 
What could we do to help Stick Man? 
Reminder of rules and boundaries are given. 
Children will then have the opportunity to create their own stick man using natural materials and resources brought to the forest school site by practitioners.  
Children will then have the opportunity to talk about and show their peers and teachers their creations in their groups. 
Session 2: Making Stick Man’s home 
Children will have the opportunity to create Stick Man’s home in their coloured groups. 
Children & practitioners will go around each group and talk about their creation. 
Children will then place natural materials back leaving no trace.  
Role of Practitioners
· Model safe use of materials
· Use open ended questions
· Support and encourage independence
· Observe and extend learning through language  
Learning Outcomes 
Personal, Social & Emotional 
· Develop children’s confidence and independence when choosing materials and creating their stick man 
· Develop problem solving skills when solving simple problems e.g. joining sticks together 
· Develop/continue to develop sharing and turn taking skills with peers
· Develop self-esteem and pride in their finished Stick Man  
Language
· Develop/continue to develop listening skills 
· Begin to use story language in imaginative play
· Respond to questions and follow simple instructions 
Physical
· Develop/continue to develop F.M.S  when exploring and choosing materials and resources
· Develop/continue to develop G.M.S when explore forest school site, collecting materials to use etc.  
Mathematical
· Develop mathematical language big & small when selecting sticks
· Develop counting skills when counting sticks or features of their stick man

· Explore different textures of natural materials 
· Express ideas & feelings through creative outdoor play
