	Children noticed the bird and we discussed what they were doing in the garden (searching for food) we discussed that in winter it is more difficult for them to collect food, one child asked if we could put some in our bird feeder so we discussed making seed fat balls for them.

	Health and Safety
	Area checked, risk assessment completes, make sure correct ratio is available. 

	Learning Intention
	To Develop understanding of the wildlife and what they need to eat to survive, discovering the world around us and looking after the birds.

	Success Criteria
	Joining in and having fun.

	Resources
	Suet, birdseed, containers for mixing and tray for completed product, table and fridge. pictures of birds

	Differentiation/Target Groups
	Some children may need support in the steps of making the balls.

	Lesson Content

	On Arrival
	On arrival blow the wistle, get the children to set the boundaries, discuss activity, show the children an example and show resources, demonstrate what we are doing and discuss why.

	Activity explained
	Provided resources and ingredients. encourage the children to mix the seed snd suet together until completely combined. Thid will develop fine motor skills, building upper arm strength and develop cross lateral movement.  The make small balls taking a handful of the mixture and rolling it in our hands. Then put it on the tray when made and then putting it in the fridge to set. 

	Finishing
	Once the fat balls are chilled we will put them in the bird feeders the next day and watch the birds enjoy.




	Evaluation/Review

	How did the group session go?
	The session went well 6 children joined in all children were able to complete the task independently.

	Focus on individual pupils
	One child who had originally asked if we could do the activity stayed at the task and talked about the birds waiting for the "restaurant to open" she spotted some birds and asked what they were (they were magpies) we talked about their colours and mimicked the sound they make. The next day she asked if she could put the bird fat balls in the bird feeders and she did help.

	What would you change for next time?
	I wouldn't change anything, I feel the children were given a great opportunity to help nature and develop other skills, it provided opportunities for all areas of development:- 
· Language and communication, following instructions, talking about why we are doing it.
· Personal Emotional and social, developing relationships on group task encouraging each other in group task, developing a sense of responsibility helping nature, achieving something. 
· Physical, developing gross motor skills manipulating tools and ingredients in hands, hand eye coordination.
· Exploring and thinking, opportunity to expand knowledge on the world around us, making sure the ingredients were evenly mixed together.
