WALT: to solve number word problems in groups.
	- By June 2026 the children will identify key words in mathematical language and their respective meanings/strategies to support them to solve mathematical problems.

	Warm Up

	· Introduce activity – explain that I got a little confused and need their help. They need to get into their Super Teams and solve some Word Problems outside. 
· Show the example questions. Generate steps with class for Remember board. Model RUC SAC, highlight key word, adding, subtracting, multiplication or division. Use spinner to select pupils and record on answer sheet displayed on IWB.
· Explain the extension activity use the example of two beanbags and two bats. Could be an addition, subtraction, multiplication or division word problem. Discuss possibilities.
· Send each group to particular station and explain they have 5 minutes to complete the activity and then the whistle will blow and they move to the next station.

	Working with Mrs Lappin (classroom assistant) on addition  and subtraction problems within 30. Separate cards and illustrated problem sheet to encourage group to begin to read the problems independently.
Discussing addition and subtraction language with the group and trying to encourage them to work independently.

Extension: Create their own addition or subtraction word problem/s for P.E items at their question.

	Mixed ability groups. Encourage children to use the space on the page to select mathematical language and answer sums and then select correct multiple-choice answer on answer sheet.
Teacher and classroom assistant circulate and take photographs of pupils completing the activity.

Extension: Any groups finished early can create their own addition, subtraction, multiplication or division word problem/s for P.E items at their question.
Question 1 – 4 hoops and 2 tennis balls

Question 2 – 10 quoits and 2 bats
Question 3 – 7 beanbags and 3 hoops

Question 4 – 12 markers/cones and 4 beanbags

Question 5 – 5 bats and 15 markers/cones


	Conclusion

	
· Once all the answers have been found. Each group stands in front of giant A, B, C and D chalked in the middle of the playground. 

· Teacher calls out question 1 and one member from each group stands in the correct letter that they think the answer was EG  Q1 B – the answer was 16.

· Complete for each of the answers, changing the member from each group standing in the letter.

· Once each answer has been completed ask children to stand beside the smiley face which illustrates how they felt about the lesson. Ask a few of the children to explain why they chose a certain smiley face.

· Return to the classroom to share some of word problems which they created.




	Plenary
	Assessment Questions

	· Return to the classroom and encourage children to have some “thinking time”. Thinking about the following two questions:-
· How you felt about the lesson?
· What have you learned? 

· Encourage them to think about how they worked in a group, the success of word problem, more confident etc.
· Model my post it note on the IWB and then give each child a post it note to record their feelings.
· Once they have recorded their ideas, stick post it on happy, okay or sad face poster at the front. 
Look at some of the ideas and discuss with the pupils share word problems which they created.
	· Can you tell me how you would start to solve a word problem?

· Is there anything on your answer sheet which would help?

· How do we know what type of sum it is?

· What happens if it is an adding/subtracting/multiplying or division sum?

· Can you tell me the question/rhyme?

· What are our group rules?

· Is there another way to work that out?

· Explain how you did that sum?

· How did you feel about the lesson? Why?
